DECISION-MAKING TOOL FOR A MIDWIFE 
DETERMINING SCOPE OF PRACTICE

Transfer care

to manage client care?

Manage care until the client’s condition changes.

Is this a person who is pregnant, in labour, having a spontaneous 
vaginal birth, or postpartum up to eight weeks*? OR

Is this a newborn up to eight weeks?

* The scope ends at six weeks 
if it involves communicating a 
diagnosis that the individual 
will rely on. All other care 
extends to eight weeks.
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
